NATURE OF WORK AND
EMPLOYMENT

Baccalaureate degree history majors typically are employed

as teachers in elementary and secondary schools and as
researchers in government, museums, and industrial research
departments. A four-year degree in history also provides a good
background for careers in journalism, law, foreign service, and a
variety of related professions.
